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In my experience the most challenging as-
pects of Christian life foday are competitions.
We compete with our own schedules for down
time and prayer time. While competition has
always been a part of any culture that man
exists in, it seems that in today's society these
competitions have turned up in severity and
have declined in demeanor.

| doubt that we would find anyone who
does not believe that schedules and attention
spans are growing ever more hectic as we pro-
gress in a technologically advanced way. Our
people seem to be distracted by nuances
while at the same fime being demanded to
produce not only in the workplace but also in
the home as well as in extra-curricular activities
for themselves or their families. This dual nature
puts a sharp contrast to the slow or at least
patience requiring disciplines that can actually
change our lives. While the eschatological
message of Jesus is not difficult to understand,
the background and biblical narrative requires
some patience to learn. This does not play
well into the fast food consumerism that our
society seems to value and that our congre-
gants adhere to either begrudgingly or willing-
ly. It is understood that a person gets out of
relationship with the church what he or she
puts into it; however, that argument only works
for those who are already tied into our Christ.

The Most Challenging
Aspect of Christian Life Today

“After | looked things over, | stood up and
said to the nobles, the officials and the rest of

the people, “Don’t be afraid of them. Remember

the Lord, who is great and awesome, and fight
for your families, your sons and your daughters,
your wives and your homes.”

There is also competition for our personal
fime. It is understood that we should try to
be all things to all men; or at least a person
needs to be a good family person, in good
financial shape, and a spiritually healthy
person. These items can compete with
each other as well as with the stressful work
environment that many employers culti-
vate. There never seems to be enough
hours in the day or enough days in the
week to complete all the assignments that
are required to contfinue to maintain a
healthy: career, spirit, mind, family, and
household. To move in one direction too
strongly means taking focus away from
other areas that we should not neglect. To
focus on the job too much can easily lead
to one’s family paying a cost that is not per-
missible. To focus too much on everything
but not allow oneself some rest and replen-
ishment will also lead to disaster.

The real challenge of these competitions
is that they must happen. We do our best to
build a healthy culture in our homes and
lives, but we must reach outside of them in
order to reach new growth. Therefore, we
must work in a culture that values capital-
ism, social popularity, and persuasion. These
competitions are challenges that must hap-
pen; however, we should never let them
overtake our spiritual desire to be honest,
full of integrity, and healthy. Further, we can
realize that rest and rejuvenation is not
mandated by our father in heaven. So the
real frick might be to compete and surren-
der at the same time.
